Dogfish abounded at certain seasons
In some parts of the fishing grounds:
other parts thoy avoided. Sometimes
the men would go out only to cateh
dogfish just to reduce their numbers a
little. They caught great numbers of
them and sold them somewhere farther
down the coast, keeping back just a
few for themselves and their neigh-
bors. You could get a monster for a
couple of shillings.
