A stable on Mr. Robert Com ey’s
farm was twisted from its foundation,
and a fine apple orchard was completely
uprooted. ade trees and fruit trees
in that neighborhood also suffered and
ﬁum in many of the fields was blown

at.

The shade trees at the home of Mr.
Spencer Boulden near Still Pond were
uprooted as were also some of his fruit
trees. Mr. Samuel G. Roseberry’s fruit
trees were badly wrecked, and all over
the county corn fields were blown as
flat as if they had been rolled. The
rainfall*was particularly heavy, and in
some l?laces tomatoe patches were flood-
ed. Fortunately no amage is reported
to have been done to shipging eitheron
the river or bay, though the tide rose
to an unusual height in Chester river.
No rerious damage was done in Chester-
town, except that the lines of the Dia-
mond State Telephone Comgany extend-
ing into the county were blown down
and communication was interrupted for
awhile. There was little damage to
the electric light wires, and Supt. Rus-
sell had everything in good working
order at night. It was one of the heav-
lest storms in years.
