Green, Wildwood, Church Creek Farm
and the Point Farm.

The old Ellendale house, which was
long looked upon as one of the oldest in
the county, was destroyed by fire in
January, 1851, and the present house
was built the following year upon the
old site.

The old house was a one and one-half
story structure, with large dormer win-
dows, and on the east gable, in figures
of glazed black brick, was the date of
its erection, 1722. The figures were
| large enough to be easily read at acon-

siderable distance.
The brick walls of the old house,even

those of the inside partitions, started
from the cellar foundation and continued
upward to the room.

On the first floor were four large
rooms, two on each side of the broad
hall. The windows in the two front
rooms were placed between broad, fluted
columns, which extended from floor to
ceiling. The window seats were deep-
set and the panes of glass were very
small.

The newel post in the hall was large
and square and beautifully carved and
paneled to match the wainscoting, as
were also the banisters. There was
but little plastering, most of the rooms
being almost entirely wainscoted.

The scene here depicted in this picture
was that of a running stream between
fields and a villagein thedistance. The
roofs and the spires were plainly seen,
and near the stream were children at
play. On the other side the harvesters,
with their sickles, were busy gathering
the wheat, and in their wake were the
gleaners. .

The second story of the old house eon-
sisted of four large rooms, whose walls
sloped toward the ceiling. There were
cuddies in all of these rooms, which
wore entered by doors about three feet
wide and high, and you could pass from
room to room through these cuddies. In
the gable ends were funny little square
windows, but the other windows were

of dosmer shape.

In the lower hall the two outside doors
were made double, the inside being pan-
eled and the outside arranged in dia-
monds.

On the front door was a huge brass
knocker, with a very heavy plate.

The main building was brick, but the
kitchen was a frame building attached’
to the east side of the house. The trees
in the front yard at that perioc were
locust and fruit trees of different kinds,
and the garden was behind the house.

Evidently there had been an elder
house on the south side of the present
site and nearer to'thebay. At times
many bricks, placed in rows, would
wash out of the bank and fall into the
'bay; also pieces of old-fashioned china
and glass, and the remains of old stone

tobacco pipes would be found too.
A COFFIN WASHED OUT.

One ene ocassion a coffin washed out
of a brick grave near the site of this old
house, and the then owner notified the
Ringgolds of Kent Island, one of whom
a very old man, came over and claimed
the remains as those of his mother.

The stones are altar stones of a dark
gray sandstone, and evidently imported,

as they differ from all known Maryland
stone.

THE OLD SALT WORKS.

On one end of the farm were the
salt works, where the plantation pro-
duced its own salt from the waters of
the Chesapeake during the wars with
England. Below the house were the
tan vats, where leather was tanned at
the same period to make the boots and
shoes needed on the plantation.

The sporting gentry from many
places gathered here to enjoy the races
held on the race course extending from
the house to the bay. This quarter-
mile course then gave ample room to
wheel and come, but now the waves
have washed the shore to such anextent
that but little of the track is left, and
in a severe storm the spring will dash

| against the western wall of the house.

The surrounding country is generally
level, but the house stands on a bluff
and the view is magnificent. The dome
of the State House at Annapolis is
plainly seen in the clear weather, and
many of the upper bay lighthouses are

| visible.

About 70 yeary ago the place passed
from the Ringgold family and was pur-
chased by Capt. George Hayward Will-
son, a lineal descendant of Major James
and Mary Vaughan Ringgold through
their granddaughter, Mary Ann Ring-
gold, who married Thomas Smyth, of
Trumpington Manor.

Captain Willson wasa great traveler,
having visited many quarters of the
glube, but upon the purchase of this
estate he gave up his roving life and
devoted all of his energies to the task
of making it more beautiful.

It was he who built the present house
in 1851, and here he loved to gather
his friends around him. He removed
the old trees from the front yard and
placed there forest trees of all kinds
indigenous to Maryland, also Spanish
chestnut and mahogany trees.

In front of the house was a large
circle filled with flower beds, and around
this was a gravel driveway to the house.
