Why Thousands of Indians Melt-
ed Away Beiore Forty Men.

———

A STORY OF PIONEER DAYS.

Captain McCabe Knew the Sioux Bet-

er Than They Knew Themselves, and
the Indians Knew the Captain’s Men

Were Dead Shots and Scalp Takers.

In the pioneer days to reach Mon-

| tana from Cheyenne, in Wyoming, re-
quired a roundabout journey that in-
volved a double crossing of the Raek}"
mountains, with a change of base at

salt Lake City. The
government brought
conditior of travel by constructing a

trail through the Gallatin valley along

the course of the Gunpowder river,
reaching around the base of the moun-
tailns in a curvilinear form. which

avoided the heights of the Rockies. Teo

protect this route from marauding In-
dians three forts were huilt—Reno.
I'h!l Kearny and C, I, Smith.

In 1866 the murderous Sloux from
tae Yellowstone valley pursued a san-
2uinary course up through the Gallatin
valley and into Montana. It was
marked by rapine and plunder, They
besieged Fort Reno and killed many
of its garrison. They environed Fort
I’hil Kearny and wiped from the face
of the earth every human being whose
walls it failed to protect., Then they
surrounded Fort C. F. Smith, where
200 soldiers found themselves sur-
rounded by more than a thousand
death seeking Indians. Escape seemcd
impossible. A courier got word of this
condition of affairs to General Han
eock, who was then stationed at St.
P'aul, and he sent a messenger to the
governor of Montana at Bozeman.

The chief executive of the territo.v
of Montana at that time was Green
Clay Smith, He had been a member
of congress from Kentucky, but Pres-
ident Lincoln made him territorial gov-
ernor of Montana, He was seated on
the porch of his residence in Bozeman
wihen Haneock’s message was handed
to him. To a visitor he said:

“SWhat in the name of heaven ecan 1
do? Fort . F. Smith is 250 miles
away, The country between here and
there is filled with Sioux Indimsns, Our
militia foree consists of exactly 427

Fort (', I, Smith alive. I am absolute-
powerless, [owever, T will seund

You folks from the east have
an Iidea that what you call Indian
atrocities are simply unmeaning exhi
bitions of brutality; that scalping, for
Instance, is simply a fomm of torture.
In that you are mistaken. The Indian
believes that no man can go to the
happy hunting ground—heaven we call
it—who has been deprived of his halir,
Thelr motive In scalping a victim is to
carry out flendish hatred to its utmost
by preventing him from having a hap-
Py hereafter. Therefore to deprive an
Indian of his scalp s to rob him of his
hope of a happy hereafter. My men
never kill an Indian without scalping
him, and the Indians know that. The
forty men I will select for this expedi-
tilon are unerring In the!r aim with
the rifle. They can shoot sixteen shots
In sixteen seconds, and every bail
means a dead Indian, and every dead
Indian means a sealp, an'l every scalp
means a warrior deprived eternally of
a chance of ever reaching the happy
hunting ground.

How to Proceed to Cast a Ballot Under
the Election Law.

Attorney-General William 8.
Bryan, Jr., has prepared the fol-
lowing instructions to voters as
directed by Article 33, Code of
Public General Laws, and amend-

l ments thereto :

1. TO VOTE. Enter room, step up
| to guard rail, give name and registered
residence to the judges. Wait until
your name is found upon the register,
then get Ballot from the judge in charge
of the ballots. See that he has written
your name and number on the coupon
attached to the ballot and his own name
or]}nitials on the back of the ballot it-
self.

2. Upon receiving your ballot, retire
to one of the booths or compartments
and prepare your ballot by marking
with an indelible pencil after the name
of every person, or persons for whom
you wish to vote, and to the right there-
of in the blank space provided therefor,

| & cross-mark, for example (X): and in
| case of a question submitted to a vote
of the people, by marking likewise in
the appropriate space a cross-mark (X)

|

against the answer you desire to give. |
|

you wish to vote for some one whose

| name is not printed on the Official Bal-

lot, you can write the name of such per-

son in the blank space upon the ballot
| provided for that purpose.

3. In marking the ballot you may
take with you into the polling place any
i written or printed memorandum or pa-
ver to assist you in preparing your bal-
ot, except a fac-smile of the ballot to
be voted. You must prepare and de-
posit your ballot without undue delay.
Before coming from behind the curtain
in front of your compartment you must
fold your ballot in the same way as it
was folded when you received it, so that
the marks you have made upon it shall
be entirely concealed. You then hand
your folded ballot to the judge at the
. ballot box, give him your name and reg-
stered address, and wait until he tears
ff a coupon containing your name and
numbr, and strings it, and deposits
your ballotin the ballot box. Youmust
| then leave the polling room and cannot
| again go behird the guard-rail during
| the day.

| 4. A voter must not go into any com-
partment occupied by another or con-

|

verse with any other voter while en-
L

gaged in a compartment, nor can he oc-
 Cupy a comparment more than seven
i minutes if others are waiting.

- 9. You must not take any ballot out-
| side the guard-rail. If you spoil a bal-
lot you must deliver the spoiled ballot
to the judge in charge of the ballots and
you can receive another from him. IF
YOU SPOIL THREE BALLOTS YOU LOSE
YOUR VOTE.

6. A voter who isphysically disabled
from marking his ha]\ot. must make an
affidavit to that effect if he desires as-
sistance. The two polling clerks after
such affidavit has been made, can ae-
company him into one of the compart-
ments and there mark his ballot 28 he
instructs them, marking only the names
of the candidates whom he shall name.
The clerks are not allowed to read the
ballot to him.

| 1. Any voter whoshall allow his bal-
lot to be seen by any person with the
apparent intention of letting it be
' known how he is about to vote, or place
| any distinguishing mark upon his bal-
lot, or who shall make a false state-
ment as to his inability to mark his bal-
lot, or who shall interfere or attempt
to interfere with any voter when inside
the enclosed space in the polling room,
or when marking his ballot, or who shali
endeavor to induce any voter before
voting to show how he marks or has
marked his ballot, shall be punished by
a fine of not less than five ($5) dollars
nor more than one hundred ($100) dol-
lars, or by imprisonment in jail for a
Bgriod not exceeding sixty days, or by

th fine and imprisonment in the dis-
cretion of the Court.

Forbicding the Sale of or |

Giving Away Liquor
on Ection Day.

For the information of all persons concerned,
the following Act of the Legislature passed
March 24th, 1895, is published:

AN ACT

Prohibiting the sale of Spirituous or Fermented

Liquors in the counties in the State on the day of
Election.

SECTION 1.—Be it enacted by the General As-
sembly of Maryland, That it shall not be lawful
for the keeper of any Hotel, tevern, store, drink-
ing establishment or any other place where liquor
is sold, or for any person or persons, directly or
indirectly, to sell, barter, give or dispose of any
spirituous or fermented liquors, ale or beer, or in.
toxicating drinks of any kind, on the day of elec-
tion hereafter to be held in the several counties
of the State.

SECTION 2.~ And be it enacted, That any person
violating the provisions of this Act shall be liable
to indictment by the Grand Jury of the county
where such offense is committed, and shall, upon
conviction before any judge of any of the Circuit
Courts of this State, be fined a sum notless than
fifty dollars for each and every offense; one-half
the fine is paid the informer and the other half to

lic roads.
Article 33 of the Code of Public General Laws

as amended by the Acts of 1900 and 1901, says:
“Whoever, during the hours of registration. or
revision of registration, or during the hours of
election or canvas of votes, or of making returns
thereof in any precinet, shall bring, take, order or
send into, shall or attempt to bring or take or send
into, any place of registration or of election any

shall at any such time or place, drink or partake
of such liquor, shall upon conviction thereof be

fined not less than ten dollars nor more than $100.
