PENNSYLVANIA RAILROAD CASE.

There was only one civil case tried at
the present term of our Circuit Court.
This was the suit of Mr. Albert S. Tur-
ner, of Worton, the well-known grain
buyer, against the Pennsylvania Rail-
road to recover leakage of 150 bushels
of wheat from a car loaded by him at
Chestertown and shipped to Philadel-
phia. The evidence for Turner was
that both Robert G. Nicholson and Hy-

| land Crew weighed each load of wheat

as it was put aboard the car at Chester-
town, making 1043 bushels of wheat
loaded in the car which was shipped to
L.. F. Miller & Sons, North Philadel-
phia. The testimony shows that ac-
cording to the weight of the Railroad
Co. the contents of the car at Mount
Pleasent was within some 200 pound of
1043 bushels at that point. But when

was weighed it was short about 150
bushels.

As usual in such cases Mr. Turner
complained to the railroad company and
his complaint, as is also too usual in
such cases, was disregarded. He
then brought suit and Judges Pearce
and Adkins laid down the law of the
|cases so clearly and in a way which
shows so plainly the rights of our
farmers, against all boat and railroad
companies, for freight lost in transit
that even a child could understand it.
The law, said the court, is that a rail-
road or steam boat company insures
jthe safe arrival of all freight delivered
to it, unless it is lost by the act of God

The case was on trial two days, and,
while the amount involved was small, it
excited much interest among all classes
of our people.
