The Nor-
mans dined at the old English break-
fast time or a little later and supped ut
« p.om. In Tudor times the higher
clazges dined at 11 and supped at b,
but the moerehants seldom took their
meals bedore 12 and 6 o'clock,

The ehilel meals, dinner and supper,
were taken in the hall both by the old
English and the Normans, for the par-
lor dikl not come into use until the
reign of Elizabeth., Bveakfast did not
wcome a resular meal until quite late-
ly, and Dr. Murray in the Oxford Dic-
tionarvy gave 1163 as the date of the
carliest quoiation in which the word
occurred, ‘The meal did not become
recognized until late in the seventeenth
century, for Pepys habitually took his
draft of half a pint of Rhenish wine
or a dram of strong waters in place of
a morning meal, Dinper was always
the great meal of the day, and from
the accession of Henry 1IV. to the
death of Queen Elizabeth the dinners

- were as sumptuous and extravagant as

any of those now served.

(‘arving was then a fine art. Each
guest brought his own knife and spoon,
for the small fork was not introduced
into England until Thomas Coryvate of
Odcombe published his “Crudities” in
1611, Pepys took his spoon and fork
with himm to ithe lord mayvor’'s feast in
1665,  The absence of forks led to
much stress being laid upon the act of
washing the hands both before and
after meals and to the rule that the
left hand alone should be dipped into
the common dish, the right hand being

OLD BIRDS' NESTS.

Many Feathered Creatures Use the
Same Ones Year After Year. |
“That common expression for worth- |
lessness, ‘It has no more value than
a last vear's bird's nest,”” said a bird
tancier, *“is often far from correct.
The majority of our birds do lﬂm't-f-
their nests after raising a brood, but
many do not, and their nests are used
throungh a succession of years,
known some birds to use their nests |
ten years in succession, and so per- |
sistent are they that many times the |
female will return even after the nest
has been robbed and the mate killed.
Among those users of perennial nests
are the wrens, of the swallow
family, bluebirds, great crested fly-
catehers, some of the owls, eagles,
chickadees and some woodpeckers,
“They repair to the nest each year
and often build it over, A little wren
has made its nest in a hole in a tree in
my garden and has occupied it for the
last eight years. Each vear it has piled
on new stuff till the hole is almost fill-
ed up. Some say that as soon as it be-
comes crowded the birds will clean it
out. I know of a bluebird's nest that
has been occupied for several years, It
is the same female yvear after vear, for
she has two black wing feathers and
is lame,
