PROMINENT DEMOCRATS from all parts

General Isaac Lobe Straus, to discuss
the provisions of a disfranchising
amendment. No definite action was
taken in the matter except that all
agreed that an amendment should be
submitted, and a committee of nine will
be appointed by Mr. Straus to still

proper shape to pre-
sent to the legislature. There was mucn
discussion concerning an educational and

property qualification clauuse. Mr. M.
deK. Smith among others favored a

property qualification, and if an amend- J

ment is submitted it will contain a prop-
erty qualification clause. This was a
part of the amendment suggested by
Gov. Warfield four years ago, and if
the party leaders had been more anxious
to pass an amendment than they were
to kill Governor Warfield politically, the
State of Maryland would have had a
practical disfranchising amendment four
years ago, as equally as effective as the
one which may be presented tothe next
Legislature. The only amendment that
can pass, is such an amendment as will
give the right of appeal to the courts
from the decision of the Board of regis-
try, will protect the white man of
foreign born parentage, which will pre-
vent the possibility of the disfranchise-
ment of any white man by placing in
the hands of the boards of registry
arbitrary power, and which will contain
either a property qualification or educa-
tional test, or both. When such an
amendment as this is proposed, it will
be just the kind of an amendment which
Governor Warfield suggested four years
ago, and to which the leaders of the
at that time would not agree.

Just above him was
Billie Vannort. How well we think of him
as an example and a guide for young
men.

Roads and farms
have been changed and the land shows
improvement. The little houses are re-
placed by fine residences. I could find
no trace of the Bramble farm. Worton
Statjon has become a thriving village,
and the adjacent farms show up-to-date
farming, but old Worton Heights and
Hainesville are dead, while a few addi-
tional residences have been built, old ones
show decay. A ride through the neck
will convince any one that, while many
of the o'd heads are gone, the present
incumbents are intelligent and wide-
awake farmers. Buck Neck still retains
some of the rust of years and the Allen
property retains its pas* grandeur. No
vestige of the Hawkin's property is
left, but in its glace a number of houses
stand. Probably it has been in-
fluenced by Melitota, which has sprung
up like a mushroom, for certainly but
few places have grown with suchra
ity.' While this town has flourished so
has the Blackaton farm. This is a live
community, and Rip becomes amazed
and is unable to make any comment.
This seems to be the condition of the
rest of my journey, and could those old
pioneers look back and
and improvement made since they were
laid to rest, they would be more be-
wildered than Rip Van Wrinkle.
