DISCOVERY OF COAL.

Mentioned by a Jesuit In 1679 and
Mined First In 1749.

So far as known the first mention of
the occurrence of coal in the United
States is contained in the journal of
Father Hennepin, a Jesuit missionary,
who in 1679 recorded a ‘‘cole mine” on
Illinois river near the present city of

Process by “Which the Odor of Flowers
Is Ootained.

Flowers that are to be used In the
manufacture of perfumes are always
gathered at nightfall or quite early in
the morning. when the dew is upon
them. Before they nre gauthered, how-
ever, receptacles are prepared for them
in the shape of large frames. over
which are stretched cotton cloths well
saturated with olive oil or almond ofil.
The cut flowers are brought in and are
thickly spread on a frame. Then an-
other frame is fitted over it. and that
In turn is well spread with flowers.

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Coal was first mined in the Rich-
mond basin, Virginia, about seventy
years after Father Hennepin’s discov-
ery in Illinois, but the first records of
production from the Virginia mines
were for the year 1822, when, accord-
ing to one authority, 54,000 tons were
mined.

Ohlo probably ranks second in prior-
ity of production, as coal was discov-
ered there in 1755, but the records of
production date back only to 1838,

The mining of anthracite in Pennsyl-
vania began about 1790, and it is sald
that fifty-five tons were shipped to Co-
lumbia, Pa., in 1807. Reports of the
anthracite coal trade are usually begun
with the year 1820, when 365 tons, one
for each day of the year, were shipped
to Philadelphia from the Lehigh re-
gion. Before this, however, in 1814, a
shipment of twenty-two tons s made
from Carbondale, also to Philadelphla.
It is probable that the actual produc-
tion prior to 1820 was between 2,500
and 3,000 tons.—Washington Star.
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This flower heap is left for two days,
at the end of which time the flowers
are removed from the frames and re-
placed by fresh ones.
