“It is because feather beds are high-
ly hygroscopic—a rather formidable
word. but one meaning simply that
feathers readily absorb and condense
moisture. The body is constantly
throwing off waste matter through the
skin and the lungs. The feathers in
the bed will absorb this waste matter
as readily as It will simple atmos-
pheric moisture. The ferthers re
tain the waste matter durin®@@ahe day.
when the bed is cold.@ven when it is
aired, unless also warmed by sun-
shine during the time it ix exposed to
the air.

“At night, when the body of the
sleeper warms the bed. the feathers
renew their hygroscopic action and
throw off the waste matter absorbed
the night before. The susceptible body
of the sleeper is soon surrounded by a
dense and highly poisonous atmos-
phere. the accumulative effect of
which - cannot help but be very in-
jurious.

“The skin. like the lungs, is contin-
ually breathing and is very sensitive
to external influences: hence arises
the need for air baths as well as for
water baths. The entire body should
be exposed to fresh air every day for
as long a time as you can make possi-
ble. and ali" beds should be thoroughly
ventilated.” --New York Times.
