Why Our Railroads Are Narrow Gauge.

Why are all rallroads bullt on the
standard gauge of four feet elght and
one-half inches? The makers of the
first locomotives thought only of put-
ting thelr machines upon the tram-
ways already in existence, and from
that followed a very interesting and
curious result. These tram lines natu-
rally had exactly the width prescribed
by the strength of one horse. By mere
Inertia the horse car gauge estab-
lshed itself In the world. and every-
where the train 1s dwarfed to a scale
that limits alike its comfort. power
and speed. Because there Is so much
capital engaged and because of the
dead power of custom it 1s doubtful if
there will ever he any change In this
gauge. Still, it might be worse. If the
biggest horses had been Shetland po-
nles our raflway carriages now would
only be wide enough to hold two per-
sons side by side and would have s
maximum speed of twenty miles an
hour. There is hardly a reason aslde
from this antiquated horse why the
rallway coach should not be nine or
ten feet wide—that is. the width of
the smallest room in which people can
live In comfort and furnished with all
the equipment of comfortable eham.
bers.—Atlantle.
