K Is more easily rec-
ognized than H, which resembles It
closely, and both N and % are easlly
recognized. A is easlly guessed at
from its general form, but is difficult
of positive recoguition, including dis-
tinct perception of the horizontal line,
E and F are among the most difficult

of all letters.
