it being the intent and purpose of this
Act that all such candidates for pub
lic office, all delegates to such party
conventions and all managing bodley,
executives or execuative committees
of any such political party, whenever
the political party usage provides for
such executives or executive commit
tees, shall be nominated as aforesaild
by the direct vote of the duly register-
ed voters belonging to or acting with
sald parties, respectively, in Baltimore
city, or any precinct, ward, council
maniec or legislative district thereotl
or in any county or distriet or precinct
thereof. as the case with respect to
any public office, or place or position
aforesald, may be: and that no candl
date for such public office, delegate to
such convention, party executive or
executive committee, or managing
body of any such political party, as
aforesaid. in and for Baltimore city
or the several counties of the State,
shall be chosen or elected by any such
political convention or otherwise than
by the dulv registered voters belong-
ing to or acting with sald political
parties. as aforesald.

It shall be lawful for all such par
ties aforesaid to elect and hold such
narty conventions which shall have
full power and .authority, in all re.
gspects whatsoever, to act In respect
to all matters appertaining to the or
maintenance, conduct, af-

rairs and  interests of the party, In
baltimore city or in any county ol
the State, saving and excepting only
the choice, selection, nomination or
n;}[-nilltllli-m Ol part)y candidates for
such public office, delegates to such
conventions or party executives or
managing bodies or executive commit-
tees, 0o any sort whatever, in and for
Baltimore city and the several coun-
ties of the State,

Provided, that
such political parties for Governor,
Attorney General, Comptroller and
(‘lerk ot the Court of Appeals of the
State shall be nominated in the man-
ner prescribed in this Article by State
Conventions, and such State Conven-
tion shall also have the power 1o
select, in such manner as they may
determine, delegates to National Con-
ventions and Presidential Electors
and the governing bodies of such po-
litical parties for the State, but shall
nave no power to select or appoint
committees or governing bodies ol any
character for Baltimore city nor for
any division thereof, nor for the coun-
ties of the State,

160B-—Said primary elections by
the political parties atoresaid shall be
annually held throughout the State,
including Baltimore city, on a day to
be fixed by any agreement between
the governing bodies of said parties
for the State not later than the first
Monday of September in each year.
All such political parties, as aforesaid,

In case such gov-

erning bodies for the State shall I'aili

to agree on an earlier date for holding
such primary election, said primary
lections shall be held on the first
Monday of September in each year,
Notice shall be given of the times and
places of holding said primary elec
tions by the several Boards of Su-
pervisors of Elections in the city ol
Baltimore and of the counties ot this
State, respectively, in the same way
precisely as notice is required to be
given for municipal and county elec-
tions held under the provisions ol
Article 43 of the Code of Publiec Gen-
eral lL.aws,

160C—There shall be at every pri
mary election in the city of Baltimore
and in each county a voting place in
each election precinet of each ward
and of each election district, or in each
election distriet which may not be
divided into election precinets; and
each of said voting pllm-u:-'. shall be
selected by the Board of Supervisors
ol rlections in Baltimore city and In
the counties, as provided in Section
11 of this Article, with respect to gen-
eral, municipal and county elections,
and faurnished in the same manner
as at a general election.

16OD-—AIll such primary elections
shall be conducted under the control
of the several Boards ol Supervisors
of Klections in Baltimore city and the
counties, respectively, by the judges
and clerks of elections appointed by
them under the provisions of sald Ar
ticle 33, for the conduct of elections
he ld thereunder in Baltimore city and
in the several counties ol the State,
and in the same manner as tar as may
he applicable as general elections are
conducted under said Article 33, ex-
cept as may be hereinatter otherwise
provided.

160K A8 many different sets ol ol
ficial ballots shall be rrlulml and sup-

umn, headed "Voted at Primary Klec-
tion,” shall be used; in each column
such word “Voted” or letter V" shall
be hereatter entered at the primary
election at which such registry shall
be used, and opposite the name ol
cach person voting.,.

acknowledged by the person filing
such certificate for such nomination
or selection before an officer duly au-
thorized to take acknowledgments,
who shall append a certificate of such
acknowledgment., The certificate U
be filed by a candidate seeking to be
elected as a 1lt-|i'gult' to a convention
shall, moreover, specify the conven-
tion to which he seeks to be elected.
All such certificates must be filed and
payvments made not less than filteen
days before the dayv of sald primary
¢lection. lhe names of the several
candidates for nomination or for dele
PHLCS, executive or member of an ex:
ecintive committee, or managing body
of a political party aforesaid, shall be
published seven days before the sald
¢lection in the mode prescribed In
Section 41 of said Article 335, as 1ar as
may be practicable. It shall not be
necessary to print sample ballots or
cards of instructions for such elec-
tions, but either or both shall be print
el by the Board of Supervisors ol
Elections of the city of Baltimore,
when requested by any candidate In
sald primary election, sald request
to be accompanied by a4 sum of mone)y
necessary to cover the cost of print-
Ing. Jach candidate for nomination
for public office at a primary election
shall pay the sum of twenty-five dol
lars ($25) for each county or legisla
tive district of Baltimore city in which
his name appears upon the ballot; pro-
vided, that in any county where the
salary of the office for which nomina-
tion is sought is three hundred dollars
($500) or less, such pavment shall be
ten dollars ($10); and if a candidate
for Governor, Attorney General, Comp-
troller, or Clerk of the Court of Ap-
peals of the State, then he shall pay
the sum of ten dollars ($10) for each
county or legislative district of Bal
timore city, upon hling his respective
certificate with the Board of Supervis
ors of Elections: and the Board o!
Supervisors of Klections for Baltimore
city shall pay over the amount so re
celved to the Mavor and City (Counci!
of Baltimore, and the Board of Super
visors of Elections for each county
«hall payv over the amount so receive!
to the County Commissioners of each
county, respectively: and all the ex
penses of each of sald primary elec-
tions in Baltimore city shall be pald
be paid by the Mayor and City Coun
il of Baltimore; and all the expenses
of holding sald primary elections in
each county, respectively, shall be
pald by the County Commissioners of
each county, respectively, precisely as
the expenses of the State, city and
county elections are now pald uander
existing laws: provided, that the bal
lots to be used at all primary elections
to be held In the several counties of
the State shall be prepared and print.
