Sec. 217—Every trustee appointed
by decree to make a sale before he
gsells, shall L:i'n* bhond to the State of
Marvland, with surety or sureties, to
be approved by the judge of the
Court or the clerk thereof In such
penalty as the said judge may pre-
seribe: provided, that whenever the
surety on said bond is a corporation
authorized by the laws of this State
to qualify as such, the amount of the
penalty of the bond shall he an
amount not exceeding the probable
value of the property to be sold by
said trustee: and nothing herein shall
prevent the Court from increasing
the penalty of any bond to such an
amount as it may see proper, for suf-

Sec. 214A—That whenever a receiv-
er shall be required to give bond in
any court and the surety upon the
hond is a corporation authorized by
the laws of this State to qualify o
such the amount of the penalty of
the bond so required shall be fixed
by the court In an amount not ex-
ceeding the probable value of the
property and assets of the estate for
which the said recelver shoull ac-
connt and be liable for according to
law. and nothing herein shall prevent
the court from increasing the penalty
of the bond to such an amount as
mayv be proper, for sufficient cause
shown.
