EDITORS TRANSCRIPT:— Your editorial
last week on ‘“The Poor Man and the
Taxes’’ makes it plain that it is really
the poor man who feels the taxes most
and has the brunt to bear. Few people
in comfortable circumstances know how
very small a margin there often is be-
tween coming out even and coming out
in debt at the end of the year. Wenow
know that the increase in the tax

rate in 1909-10 was caused by the
waste on the roads, and the Organiza-

tion claims that the extra sixty-three
cents should not have been paid 1n one
year. But it had to be paid in the end
and if not paid in one year there would
have been interest to pay as well. To
carry that debt was not to ease the bur-
den on the poor man but to fool him about
it; just as a man will really suffer more
from tooth ache in acouple of days than
he will in the one minute of pulling it
out.

To find out what that wasteful and
extravagant, if not corrupt, 63 cents the
Organization compelled us to pay means,
let’s take the case of a man who by hard
work and careful saving has got a little
home and is assessed at $2,000. That
wasted 63 cents means $12.60 to him—
and there are a good many of him.

Taking wages at $1.50 per day it
means that the Organization took that
man away from his business, and put
him out on the roads of the county, and
kept him there a week and two days.
In 1909-10 every man assessed at $2,000
in addition to paying his regular taxes
was as much a slave under Organization
task-masters for a week and two days
as ever the negro was in the South. And
he didn’t dare refuse the service for the
Organization would sell his home if he
did.
