stream. Mr. Rae, who was a fair
swimmer, jumped overboard and swam
a short dfltmeo from the boat with the
tide. Mr. Del Toro, a fine swimmer,
swam back and forth across the river
twice, and was returning to the boat
when he called to Mr. Rae that he had

| better come back to the boat as the

tide was v atronf. Mr. Rae replied,
“Oh! I'm alright, I'm floating.’’ Mr.
Del Toro stated that he returned to the
boat, and upon looking around for Mr.
Rae he did not see a sign of the unfor-
tunate young man. He was in the act
of hurrying to town to give the slarm
when he saw two boats pushing out
from Skigper'n shore. These gentlemen
among whom was Mr. Lwerence Duyer
saw Mr. Rae go down and the hastened
to his rescue. A dozen boats were
quickly on the scene and grappling irons,
oyster tongs and fishing lines were used.
About 7.45 o’clock,two hours after the
drowning, the body was recovered by
Mr. William Senart by means of a
fishing line. He pulled the body to the
top and the hook broke and it sank again
but was t:it':ltl{I recovered.

When brought to the surfacé the
body was in the attitude of a graceful
and quiet floater, the feet being crossed
and the arms extended beneath the
body. The lungs, too were almost
entirely free of water which would
seem to indicate that the unfortunate
young man had died of fright or heart
failure before sinking. It has been
learned since that Mr. Rae suffered with
heart palpitation.

The deceased was a young man of
most exemplary character and highly
efficient qualifications. He was just
21 years of age Thursday week and had
occupied the position as secretary to
Dr. Cain for about three years. His
body was taken in charge b'{ Under-
taker J. E. Ferguson and shipped to
Baltimore where the sister and mother
of the deceased reside.

Dr. Cain, president of the college, a
by Mr. Mrs. G. F.Clark and daugh-
ter, friends of the deceased. A fortu-
nate coincidence in connection with this
distressing accident is that just a short
while r. Rae had his life insured
in the New York Life Insurance Com-
pany of which Col. W. Hopper Gibson,
of Centreville, is the agent, for $2,500.
The date of this policy was so recent
that Mr. Rae had not paid his first
premium, but we are told by Col. Gib-
son that the company will allow the full
claim of $2,500 less the first premium.
This is a most commendable thing in the
insurance company. It has beenstated
that the policy is drawn to the benefit
of the deceased’s mother. Mr. Rae also
joined the Jr. O. U. A. M. about three
months l.fo
