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CAPT. WILLIAM J. RASIN,

On Sunday, June 18:h, 1916, Capt,
Wm. J. Rasin died at his late residence
in Newport News, Va,, in his 7Hth year
from a general breakdown. He was a
son of the late MacCall Rasin and Mar-
garet Boyer, of Kent county. In his
very early youth he went west, and
during the first year of the war be-
the States came east with the
purpose of going into the Southern
army. He was arrested by a govern-
ment detective at Stoneton, the resi-
dence of Mr, C. H. Price and taken to
Washington, where he was confined in
what was then known as the Old Capi-
tol prison. From this he made a dar-
ing escape and worked his way through
the Federal lines to Richmord, bearing
valuable secret news to the Confederate
govornment. He soon entered the army
a8 & cavalryman in the Maryland line
and fought valiantly to the close of the
war, being once most severely wounded.
At the close of the war be came back
to Kent for a short period. He mar-
ried Miss Mary Garnett, of Bucking-
ham county, Va., by whom he is sur-
vived,

Immediately after the war he engaged
with the late Harry McCoy In a lucra-
tive business in Baltimore, during which
Rasin accumulated a consid-
erable amount of property and became
the owner of a large landed estate iIn
Kent. Closing out his business in Bal-
timore he retired to his farm, Chantilley
near Tolchester Beach, in 1874. Dur-
ing his residence at Chantilley, his en-
ergies were devoted to the management
of hia large peach orchard, which was
a paying industry at that time. In
1880 he returned to Baltimore and en-
tered the revenue office in that city,
Being an expert accountant he wag
made cashier, and during the greater
part of two administrations held that

credit to himself the money that passed
through his hands.

A change In the office threw him out
of employment. In 1900 he moved to
Newport News and obtained employ-
ment with tie Furness Witty Steam-
ship Company He was among the
trusted employees of that company at
the time of his death. Capt. Rasin was
a man of unusual characteristica, He
