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‘The Water Board Explains.

The following letter from the presi-
dent of the Water Board will explain
itself, and shows conclusively the finan-
cial condition of the board to be such
that no additional increase in the tax
rate is necessary to meet any of ite ob-
ligations. The Board of Town Commis-
sioners stated In a public meeting held
in Firemen’s Hall before the Street
Improvement Bond Issue was voted on
at the succeeding town election in April
that the bond issue could be taken care
of without any increase in the tewn tax
rate, and it was this statement which
undoubtedly lead to the passage of the
bond issue. It is for this reason that
we ask the Town Commissioners to pub-
lish a statement showing the necesaity
for the increase in the town rate. The
Water Board’'s letter is as follows:

EDITORS TRANSCRIPT:
Gentlemen:

We note in this
week’s issue of the TRANSCRIPT that you
make the statement the commissioners
of Chestertown have been compelled to
levy 10¢ on the $100.00 in addition to the
regular tax rate of 50¢ to meet the in-
terest on water bonds. Allow us tosay
you are in error in making this state-
ment as the water department has met
all interest payments and retired all
bonds that have matured from the rev-
enues of the water system, and has suf-
ficient funds in reserve to take up the
bonds that mature in July, 1917,

‘“Interest on bonds at 10¢,”” which we
resume is to provide for intereston the
Stireet llll[,rrlwtitnt‘ht and Sewer Bonds,
not water bonds,
