Maryland Conference.

The Maryland Conference Methodist
Protestant Church began its annual
gsession in Starr Church, Baltimore, on
Wednesday morning. Rev. Dr. J. S.
Bowers, the president, read his annual
report, and aroused great enthusiasm
and patriotism by his eulogy of Presi-
dent Wilson, and his reference to the
serious conditions now confronting the
country. The report, aside from its
patriotic tone, showed asplendid growth
hoth numerically and financially of the
conference. A most unusual condition
irose over the electionof a president to
succeed Dr. Bowers, who had closed a
successful five years’ administration,
Just before the balloting began a reso-
lution to limit the term of the President
to three instead of five years was passed
by a large majority. The result of the
first ballot showed that Rev, Dr, George
Hadaway, of Starr Church, had been
elected president by 134 votes, ‘To the
surprise of everyone, Dr, Hadaway de-
clined to accept the office, his objection
being to the three-year himit, On the
next ballot Rev. Dr. J. M. Gill, pastor
of West Baltimore Church, received 97
votes and was declared elected. He
declined to serve after giving the mat-
ter careful conslderation, because of his
hetlth. A third ballot resulted in the
election of Rev. Luther Warner, of Sal-
P, Church, Dr. Warner was
on the Eastern Shore attending a funeral
at the time of his election, and it wWas
not known whether or not he would
accept. Dr. Bowers is ineligible for
re-election., This is the most unprece-
dented bit of history in the life of the
Methodist Protestant Church, as noth-
ing similar has ever occurred before,
