To obviate the giving of water which |
may be impure, put eight drops “"i
white carbolic acid In each quart oly
water. Let the chicks have s to |
it, and the chances are that your flock |
will not suffer from the scourge that|
we have been talking about. It is a|
far better practice to prevent
trouble than to attempt to cure |
it gets among your flock. The gpecial-|
ly “fixed"water will act as a positive
preventive, and this is what you want
to do, ward off disease, Instead ol try
ing doubtful methods of curing It, keep
up the practice of giving the "flixed
water until vour chicks are 12 weeks
of age.”

Selecting The Site And The Chicken
House—The following suggestions may
be of some benefit who are
contemplating the erection of chicken
houses in Kent county this vear. ‘T'he
gite and the tyvpe are both important
Select a location that has natural,
drainage away f{rom the building. A
dry, porous soil, such as sandy or grayv
elly loam, 15 preferable to lay solil
In most localities the bullding should
face the south, as this insures the
greatest amount of sunlhight during the
winter. Allow at least three square
ft*l‘{ HII Hrlnl‘ sbhace pher EIrown Iril‘il
Proper ventilation and sunlight mean
a dry house and healthy birds ltu |
partial open-front house is conceded to
he the best tvpe for most sections, but
we have found that in extreme cold
weather the house should be
as to keep the birds warm, at the same
time giving them enough air, The col-
ony plan of housing poultry may be
adopted to good advantage on many |
farms. This system does away with |
the danger of tainted soil. The roosts |
should be built on the same level, |
about three feet from HIH HHoor, with
a dropping board about h a foot be |
low them. Good roosts mayvy be made
of 2 by 2 inch material, with upper
edges rounded. The sts should be |
placed in some place lm.y from
danger of bheing wet and be in
venient place, and should be
