volved. Many of them doubtless owned mortgaged homes
and death meant the hypothecation of their interests and
families have had to shift for themselves where adequate
provision for their future was not made.
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I'he lessons of the epidemic are many, but this is one of
the grimmest of them all

gaged properties, in particular, the result would in all
probability be startling. Fortunately, however, there is a
remedy.
