Living near the building he’was
awakened by commotion, and together
with the tenor, Periese, they rushed
to the burning theatre, pushed their
way inside hoping to get to the rooms
where-their costumes were kept. De-
feated in their purpose by the flames
they broke into the orchestra room
and=saved & number of valuable in-
struments and scores. By the time
they were able to get outside the
building they were nearly overcome
by smoke. Bezazian’s entire ward
robe was destroyed.

Bezazian is a native of France, and
is o graduate of the University at
Nancy, where he studied engineering.
At the same time he took a course in
clarinet at the conservatory of
Nancy, where he also received =
diploma. Discovering that herupol-
sasded a voice, he chose an artistic
carcer for which he was promptly dis-
inherited by his people, a wealthy and
prominent family. Then followed de-
vious wanderings, and Bezazian came
to the United JStates. During the
early part of the war he was invited
to sing at a Red Cross meeting in
Columbus, Ohio. He chose to
“The Marseillaise,” and on that oceca-
sion, says the' Columbus Ohio Btate
Journal, “two hundred able-bodied
Americans, hard-headed business men,
for the most part, had to wipe their
eyes when Bezazian threw out the
tremendous phrases of the great bat-
tle air with hia big baritone voice.”
Any way, inspir by Bezazian’s
song, those unsentimental businees
men went down into their pockets to
the extent of 860,000 for the Red
Croes at that time.
