Some folks don’t care what kind of|
eggs they set. This is, however,a mis- |
take., Large, well-shaped eggs are al-
ways preferable, when it is possible to
get them. Dirty eggs, that is real {]il‘l}';
eges, should not be set. At the same
time eggs should not be washed. So
there vyou are caught between two con- |
tending forces. If you have a dirty egg !
from a hen that you are particularly
anxious to set, sooner than discard UI';
wash it, set it dirty. It is claimed that |
dirt clogs the pores in the shell and|
prevents the entrance of fresh air into
the egg and also prevents the required |
normal evaporation of the water con- |
tent of the egg, while the washing
rubs off the natural coating of
the shell which, adcording to the re-
sults of authentic experiments, reduces
the hatching power of eggs thus treat-
ed at least 12 per cent. If eggs are
broken in the nest during incubation,
all foreign material must be wiped
from the shells with a damp cloth as
sSoon as possible, otherwise the grow-

. Ing chick would die from lack of fresh
air containing the oxvgen which is ab-
solutely necessary for the growth of
the embryo, and at this time the nest-
Ing material, if wet, should be changed.
The age of the egg and the conditions
under which it has been kept have
an important bearing upon its hatching
power. The sooner an egg is set after
it has been laid the better. When put
away to keep for a time they should
be stored in a cool place in order to!
kKeep .the contents of the egg M';nl}".
balanced. After eggs are a week or &ui
old! they deteriorate rapidly and more
rapidly if kept in a warm and dry
place. This'ia due to the fact that high
temperatures influence the growth of
decomposing bacteria within the egg
and a dry atmosphere permits an ab-
normal or too rapid evaporation of the
liquid content.
