Stanley B. Sutton, of Chestertown,
Kent County, has been announced as
one of the winners in the 4H leader-
ship contest for which the Farm Jour-
nal of Philadelphia, offered prizes to-
taling $1,000, according to word re-
celved by E. G. Jenkins, State boys'
club agent.

The award carries with it but $10 in
money but the honor is significant in
as much as there were entries in the
contest from thirtyfive states and
Hawali., Young Sutton placed fourth
among the boys.

Stanley Sutton has a record in 4-H
club work in Maryland that dates
back to 1917 when he first became in-
terested In growing an acre of pure-
bred corn under the direction of Coun.
ly Agent H. B. Derrick. From this
modest beginning he has built himself
a4 reputation as a grower of good seed
corn throughout the county.

His actlvities, however,
been confined to the production of
corn. In 1921 he became Interested in
Dairy cattle judging and the following
year acquired a purebred Holstein hei.
fer that became the nucleus of a
small herd he later built up.

in 1924 under the direction of Coun.
ty Agent Derrick, Stanley undertook
the production of an acre of tomato
plants, producing for the growers of
Kent county approximately 400,000
tomato plants which were sold at $1.50
per thousand. The plant bed was said
t0 be one of the best in the State and
was used as a demonstration of the
methods of growing high quality toma-
to plants in the open.

In 1925 he was one of the winners
in the State dalry cattle Judging con.
test at Timonium and was a member
of the State team which won the
national judging contest at the Nat.
lonal Dairy Show. As a result of this
victory, the team was sent to England
to take part In the international judg-
ing contest at the English Royal Stock
Show,

He is one of the best known club
members in Maryland and last summer
was chosen chief of the All Star group
of club members during Club Week at
the University of Maryland.
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Seed Growing Makes Progress in

State

hundred and twenty-one farm-
€rs were engaged this year in the
highly specialized task of growing high
quality seed under supervision of the
Maryland Seed Certification Board and
1,126 acres of potatoes, sweet potatoes
Wnd wheat, the three crops for which
Seed certification {s now provided,
Were under inspection during the sea.
son, it Is announced by S. B. Shaw,
chief Inspector for the State Depart.
ment of Markets.

Starting off this spring inspections
were made for nineteen growers of
wheat in seven counties and 586 acres
of the crop were under inspection.
While none of the wheat was placed
In the certified class, twelve of the
nineteen growers succeeded in produec.
ing wheat that was listed by the Seed
Certification Board. Wheat of this
quality is reported as selling from 50
to 76 cents per bushel higher than the
general farm crop.

Inspections were made for twenty-
elght growers of sweet potatoes In
three counties and 119 acres were un-
der supervision. Owing to the fact
that the crop will not be moved from
storage until next spring, figures on
production and value are not avallable,
it 1s announced.

The potato crop called for the heavl.

est work on the part of the Seed Certl.
fication Board, 74 growers In 10 coun-
ties with a total of 421 acres request-
Ing Inspections. The certified seed
potato crop In the State, it 1s estimat.
ed, will exceed 35,000 bushels and
sales now belng made are bringing
Erowers an advance of $1.50 a barrel
over ordinary stock. Fifteen cars of
certified seed, it 1s reported, have al
ready been shipped out of the State,
going for the most part to New Jersey
producers who will use them for seed
next spring.
- The value of seed certification,
however, is not measured alone by the
higher prices recelved by the relative.
ly few growers engaged in this spec-
lalized business, 1t 1s pointed out.
The far reaching results of certifica-
tion work are to be found in the dis-
tribution and greater use of high
grade seed in the Important crop pro-
ducing sections of Maryland. The use
of such seed, 1t 1s sald, is reflected
in improved ylelds per acre and in a
higher quality product which can be
marketed to better advantage.

The Beed Certification Board was
established in 1924 under the Univer

sity of Maryland Extension Service.

Getting the lambs ready for an ear
iy markel often will be racilitated by
giving them the extra feed this metn
od provides. While some costL 18 i
volved, the greater weight aud nign
er markel value, together with tuae
iessened lfeed requirement of the ewy
alter the lamb is sent 1o market, ma)
abundantly compensate for the cost
involved. As a matter of fact the pro-
duction of the best early lambs
should not be expected unless geuel
ous feed is provided for the ewe aud
for the lamb. The counstruction of a
creep will ald materially in feeding
the Jlambs satisfactorily.

Many Vegetables Easy To Store For
Winter

A cool, well drained, frost-prooi
cellar will prove a satistactory place
for the winter storage of such gar-
den products as potatoes, beets, car-
rois, parsnips, turnips, cabbage and
salisfy. ol

If the air in the storage room is
very dry, the products will shrivel
considerably. This may be prevent-
ed by placing the products in boxes
Jor bins and covering them with soil
Potatoes and cabbage, however
should not be handled in this way.

Sometimes outside storage proves
satisfactory. A shallow pit twelve
to fifteen inches deep is dug and the
vegetables to be stored are placed in
It in a conical pile. A laver of straw
8iX to eight inches in depth is used to
cover the vegetables and this in turn
I8 covered by a layer of soil of similar
depth. This method is rather unsat.
Isfactory and is recommended only
when no other storage is available be-
cause the losses from decay are
usually very large.

Sweet potatoes, squashes and
pumpkins should be stored in a warm,
dry place having good ventilation
For ten days to two weeks after
Sweet potatoes are placed in storage
they should be held at a temperature
of about 80 degrees. The tempera-
ture then may be lowered to 55 or 60
degrees.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS
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Use cold water first on egg stains,
then hot water and soap. If the yvolk
leaves a grease use carbon
tetrachloride or some other grease
solvent after sponging with cold water
and allowing the stained place to dry

The legs of children's rompers
should not bhind. They should Dbe
straight or have loose bands. The
size of the band should be determined
by measuring the child’s leg b6 Inches
above the knee. A knitted band or
cuff may be used if the bloused effect

at the knee is desired.

The dasheen is a vegetable used In
place of potato in southern climates
where white potatoes cannot be kept
for long stretches of time. Its flavor
slightly resembles that of chestnuts.
it can be boiled and prepared in any
of the ways potatoes are good. As the
texture is somewhat dry it should be
liberally seasoned with butter.

Scrapple is a good example of a
food combination in which the incom-
plete protein of a cereal {s supple
mented by a little of the more nearly
complete protein of meat. It is an
old-fashioned Pennsylvania-German
dish made by cooking corn meal with
pork trimmings or lean pork.

Several times a year, or whenever
waste water begins to run away slow.
ly from your sink drain or from other
fixtures, the pipe should be well flush.
ed with boiling hot water to dissolve
the grease. This should be followed
with a strong solution of caustic soda
Oor caustic potash (lye), and half an
hour later the pipe should be flushed

thoroughly with clear hot boiling
water,

People are learning to understand
the value of liver in the diet as a
source of vitamins and minerals, as
well as of protein. In addition to
plain fried liver, or liver and onions,
there are numerous appetiging ways
of cooking liver. Equal parts of
ground ham and cooked liver season.
ed with cream with parsley chopped
and served on toast make a good
dish. Liver may also be cooked in
4 casserole with mushrooms or other

vegetables. Chopped cooked liver is
excellent for stuffing onions or other
baked vegetables.

Jerusalem artichokes are simillar
in food value to potatoes. Since they
Erow somewhat irregular In shape,
the easiest way to prepare them for
the table is to boil or bake them in
their skins and then pare them. Boll.
