Prohibiting the sale of Spirituous or
rermented Liquors in the counties or
the State on the day of Election.

Be Is enacted by the
General Assembly of Maryland, that
it shall not be lawful for the keeper
of any hotel, tavern, store. dripking
astablishment, or any other place
where liquor iIs sold, or any person or
persons, directly or Indirectly, of any
Kind, on the day of election herein
after to be held in the several coun:
