They aroused
resentment among the workers which
was reflected in carelessness, indiff-
erence to their work and in some cas-
es to absolute viciousness.

More receuntly large concerns have

adopted the plan of establishing honor
rolls and creating bonuses for punctu-
ality. The results have been satisfac-
tory. One company in 1921 installed a
bonus amounting to about 4 cents an
hours pald weekly to employvees who
worked full time with no lateness.
The plan is sald to have resulted In n
i& 1-3 per cent. reduction in abrentee-
iqm Another large concern pays a
cash bonus of ten per cent of one
week's salary, maximum bonus not to
exceed $6.00, to clerical emplovees
l who establish a perfect record for any
thirty consecutive days. As a result
Bh 86 per cent. of the 8,000 employees
u ported on time every day last yvear.

Other concerms give half-day or

whole-day holidays as rewards for per-
fect attendance covering various per-
iods.
