Speaking of the clinics, Dr. R. H.
Riley, Director of the State Depart-
ment of Health said: “Some of the ef
fects of the work that has been done
throughout the State for the preven-
tion or control of tuberculogis are re-
flected in the records of the State De-
partment of Health.

“In 1918, for instance, 2934 deaths
from tuberculosis all forms of the dis-
ease, not only tuberculosis of the
lungs occurred in Maryland.
