On the other hand many con-
tractors working on necessary war projects have struck it rich
making it boom days to many while many others are basing their
own welfare upon the welfare of their country. In this latter
group should be included the thousands of men and women whose
patriotism includes giving of their time and labor to the various
war activities. There are also other groups who believe that the
war will stay 3000 miles away and are not in any way interested
in it other than that caused by curiosity. While all this i1s going
