calls on the motorists of Maryland to reduce their speed to 40
miles an hour. This proclamation is an appeal rather than an
order as the Legislature controls the laws that regulate the motor
vehicle law. In some States the Legislatures have given the
Governors emergency powers but this is not true in Maryland so
if vou drive at a speed in excess of 40 miles an hour you are not
nehcessarily violating the law but you are not cooperating fully
with the best interests of the war effort as outlined by both na-
tional and state authorities as to the best use of tires and gasoline.
If pedple will cooperate fully without law enforcement it will pre-
vent the necessity of changing the law. 1f it is necessary for the
Legislature to take action it might mean that motorists may be
confined to a 40 mile speed limit after the emergency is over but
before the Legislature meets again. This lapse of time may be
more than a year. Although one may be in the privilege group
that rates tires, it does not mean that they should take advantage
of this privilege.
