Order, the uniform price to be paid |

by each dealer to farmers from
he received milk during the preceed-
ing month 1s announced on or before
the 15th of each month by the Mar-
ket Administrator. Dealers are re-
quired to make the payments on the
basis of the Administrator’'s announce=
ment on or before the 20th of the
month. The dealers uniform prices
are based on reports made by them
to the Administrator showing the uses
to which their milk was put.

The Class I (fluid milk) price un-
der the Federal Order for milk sold
in the Philadelphia area is $3.58 per

The price of Class I milk sold outside
of the market 1s determined by the
Administrator for each case On the
basis of the price being paid farmers
in the area where the milk is sold.
Reports of the 67 handlers indicated
that 72% of the milk they received
from producers was sold as fluid milk
in April. Of this amount, 10% was
reported as sold outside of the Phila-
delphia Marketing Area.

The Class II price (milk used for
cream and manufactured dairy pro-
ducts) is based on the value of but-
terfat in sweet cream and the value
of skim milk. The Class 1] price for
April was $2.126 per cwt. f. 0. b.
Philadelphia. Of this amount, ap-
proximately $1.72 represents cream
value of butterfat and 40 cents the
value of the skim milk.

All prices are for 4% milk f. o. b.
Philadelphia. A differential of 4.3
cents is allowed for each one~-tenth
of one percent of butterfat above or
below the 4% base. Location differ-
entials are allowed for milk received
by handlers at plants 31 miles or
more from the
Hall.

The Federal Order covers prices 1o
be paid to farmers only. Resale
prices in the Philadelphia area are
regulated by the Pennsylvania Milk
Control Commission,

In a letter accompanying the price
announcement, Administrator Sadler
commented that, “Most of the hand~

ing by enemy seacraft. 11 has been
requested that the information be
given publicity in all counties border-
ing on the Chesapeake Bay.

“The War Department has advised
the Office of Civilian Defense that
enemy seacraft along our coasts may
from time to time shell important
installations in or near civilian com=
munities.

“Passive defense measures against
this form of attack will be essentially
the same as those taken as defense
against aerial bombardment.

“The Interceptor Commanders and
their designated agencies have sole
responsibility for initiating the warn-
ing of the presence of enemy sea=
craft. Interceptor Commanders will
be apprised of the presence of such
enemy ships and other enemy activi-
ties through the medium of the Air-
craft Warning Service, among whose
agents are the aircraft observers, the
Navy, and the Coast Guard. Warn-
ings will be transmitted through the
Air Raid Warning System 1o affected
communities. which will in turn act-
ivate their civilian protection system
in the same®*manner as for defense
against air attack.”
