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The first accident in which the child rider of a bicycle was
seriously injured occured in nearby Queen Anne’s County this
week. Without placing any responsibility for the accident, it
should be a warning to both motorists and cyclists. The gas and
rubber shortage has greatly increased the number of people who
are riding bicycles and the highway approaches to all towns are
the scenes of much bicycle riding as well as the streets within
the town. When a bicycle rider and an automobile are in collision,
it is a one-sided encounter as the former does not have a chance.
This fact should be in the minds of both all of the time and every
effort should be made by both to avoid collisions. Motorists should
remember that many of the bicycle riders are doing just that in
order that the motorist may have gasoline and rubber when
necessary. On the other hand, the bicycle rider must realize that
the motorist is used to operating his car by fixed rules of the road
and expects all other moving vehicles to do the same. To make a

House wives have been busy this week getting their rations
of sugar for canning, preserving, etc.,, and the local Rationing
Board office has been a popular place. In addition to sugar, tires
and gasoline have been in demand by those who find them neces-
sary for business purposes and the war effort. Probably the most
desired but the least available are automobile tires which, after all,
seem to be the chief cause of the rationing of gasoline and authori-
ties are apparently determined that motoring for pleasure is about
out for the duration. Every effort has been made to enable people
to continue their source of livelihood but unless some substitute
for rubber is found the day is apparently not far off when our
armed forces will require all avaliable rubber. The tires to be
rationed are becoming less each month and those who are depend-
ing on them can well prepare for a tireless period unless all signs
fail. It is understood that bicycles, which have been frozen for
the past few weeks, will be rationed to those who need them
for national defense efforts with limitations. Typewriters, both
new and used, may be rented but new ones cannot be sold. Re-
strictions in the manufacture and sale of clothing becomes effec-
tive Saturday and all in all, it means that the civilian population
1s going to realize that a war is going on whether it wants to or
not. All of these restrictions may well be classed as nuisances but
only in rare instances do they render unbearable hardships. It is
part of the civilian effort to help win the war and it remains to be
seen just what kind of soldiers these civilians are going to be.

Mr. McNutt said if it is possible
to insure full utilization of manpower
through voluntary means, “it will be
unnecessary to put into effect legal
controls” to limit freedom of action
of workers and employers.

He said compulsion “may from time
be necessary,” however, in the admin-
iIstration of the manpower program.
He stated four-fifths of all jobs in
vital war industries can be handled
by women.

RUBBER AND GASOLINE

The WPB said if Americans do not
conserve the transportation miles in
their tires it may be necessary even-
tually to transfer automob.®s and
tires to communities where they are
needed more. The Board reported
no rubber can be spared in 1942 or
1943 to make new tires for ordinary
passenger cars, because the armed

forces need all the rubber the nations

can muster from its stockpile, synthe-
tic program and greatly curtailed
crude sources. The synthetic program
might produce 30,000 tons or rubber
this yvear and 350,000 tons in 1943, the
Board said.

Price Administrator Henderson re-
ported a preliminary count of car
owners in the Eastern rationing area
showed about 10 percent received X
ration cards 31 percent received A
cards, 11 percent received B-1 cards,
another 11 percent received B-2 cards,
and 37 percent received B-3 cards.
The OPA ruled X cards must be sur-
rendered if the essential purpose for
which they were issued does not
cover “substantially all” of the use
of the cars for which they were pro-
vided.
