EDUCATION PLAN

In order to make available to Ma
ryland veterans at the earliest Op=
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Under the law, Governor Q'Conor
asserted, the Administrator of Veter-
ans’ Affairs is directed to secure from
the appropriate agency of each State
“a list of the educational and training
institutions (including industrial es-
tablishments within such jurisdiction,
which are qualified and equipped to
furnish education or training (ine
cluding apprentice-ship pand refreshe-
€r or retraining training), which ine
stitutions, together with such addi-
tional ones as may be recognized and
approved by the Administrator, shall
be deemed qualified and approved to
furnish education or training to such
persons as shall enroll under this
part.”

As used in the above section of the
Act, the Governor pointed out, the
term “educational or training institu-
tions” shall include all public or pri-
vate elementary, secondary, and othe
er schools furnishing education for
adults, business schools and colleges
scientific and technical institutions,
colleges, vocational schools, junior
colleges, teachers colleges, normal
schools, professional schools, univer-
sities and other educational institue
tions, as well as business or other ese
tablishments providing apprentice or
other training on the job.

The Governor had discussed these
provisions of the Act weeks ago with
otate Superintendent of Education
Thomas G. Pullen, he said, for whe
ich reason he was confident that pre-

paration of the list for forwarding

o Washington would be completed

in the very near future. The list as
submitted can be supplemented from
time to time, the Governor declared,
as additional institutions are deemed

qualified for training the returning
servicemen,
