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AAA Announces Practice Payment
For Harvesting Legume Seed ¢

A newly expanded program to en-
courage the harvesting of legume and
grass seeds this year was announced
by N. E. Dodd, chief of the Agricul-
ture Adjustment Agency, Washing-
ton, who warns farmers that there is
critical shortage of these seeds.

Under the expanded program har-
vesting of red clover and alsike seed
becomes an “unlimited practice” in
the AAA conservation program
which means that cooperating farm-
ers can obtain the regular AAA pay-
ment of $3.50 an acre for this prac-
tice on any number of acres har-
vested,

Additional special payments will
be made by AAA of 3%c¢ a pound
on red clover seed (cleaned basis)
and 2%c¢ a pound on alsike clover
seed (cleaned basis) for harvesting
of these seed varities.

“Every farmer who can harvest
some of the seeds Included in this
special program should do so in his
own interest and in that of the na-
tion,” the AAA chief added.
