PROCLAMATION OF THE GOYERNOR
OF MARYLAND DIRECTING THE PuB-
LICATION OF BILLS PROPFPOSING
AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION
OF THE STATE

Whereas, at the January session of the
General Assembly of Maryviand, held in the
year 1043, the following Acts were passed,
providing for the submigsion of amend-
mente to the Constitution of the State to
the qualified voters of the State of Mary-
land for adoption or rejection, namely:

CHAPTER 640
