F' THE care of a sick person is added to a housewife's dulies,

It is best for her to nrepare a day's schedule and to work her
hotisehold tasks around it.

Plan your day on paper. Cood planning shculd include time
for the home nurse to get out in the fresh air daily and to have
some relaxation from duly. She cannot do her best for the
patient unless she gets sufficient sleep, rest, food and recreation.
A tired sleepy person is not to be trusted with the important
responsibility of medicines and doctor’s orders and to be on the
alert for changes in the patient’'s condition.

Roughly, any schedule should cover the points graphically
presented in the above chart. Naturally, the routine of the day
vill vary 2ccording to the nature and severity of the illness.
