Four other occupants of the wrecked machine were also seriously injured, they included the deceased’s wife, Mrs.
Helen Hutchinson, 19, who is badly bruised and has severe lacerations of the face; a infant daughter, who
Is expected to survive a fractured skull,. The other two injured were Miss Pearl Heinefield of Rock Hall and
Purnell Batchelor of Chestertown, who both received fractured legs.

Sheriff W. Henry Gsell and Deputy Walter Kulley were notified of the accident by Mrs. Walter T. Elburn of
nearby Queen Annes. Upon arrival at the scene of the tragedy, the officers immediately removed everyone to
the Kent & Queen Anne’'s Hospital, After finding that Harris sustained only minor injury, Sheriff Gsell notified
the Queen Anne’s authorities and State Trooper Lewis came to Chestertown and placed Harris under arrest and
carried him to the county jail at Centreville where he will await trial for manslaughter, reckless and drunken
driving.
