Whereas, at the Jnnunrf gession of the
Qeneral Assembly of Maryland, held in the

r 1043, the following Acts were passed,
Eoﬂdlng for the submission of amend-

ots to the Constitution of the State to
the qualified voters of the State of Mary-
land for adoption or relection, namely:

CHAPTER 649

AN ACT to propose an amendment to the
Constitution of Maryland, by adding a
new Article thereto, to fulluw immedl-
ately after Article XI-A, and to be known
as Article XI-B, and to provide for the
submiselon of sald Amendment to the

alified voters of the State of Maryland,

Section 1. Be it enacted by the General
Assembly of Maryland, (three fifthe of all
members of each of the two Houses con-
eurring), That the following A_rtlrle to
follow {mmediately after Article XI1I-A, and
to be known as Article XI-B., be and the
same I8 hereby proposed as an amendment
to the Constitution of Maryland, which Ar-

Clrcuit shall be appointed by the Governor

to serve until the election and qualitication |
