Each fall the ponds have
been drained, the fish used to stock
streams of the State and new brood
stock put in.

At first production was high, but Fall

as the vegetation became exhausted
the ponds produced fewer and fewer
fish. Making the hatchery profitable
again, Mr. LeCompte said, would
have required much work and ex-
pensive fertilizers. In addition, its
distance from the central hatchery at
Lewistown made hauling and other
work expensive and difficult. The dis-
tance is about 200 miles.

The money received from the sale,
Mr. LeCompte said, will be used to
augment the work done by the cen-
tral hatchery. It is the hope of the
department, he added, to acquire in
the post-war period, a water supply
and land for a new central plant,
which will increase production and
minimize expense.
