At
once we resolved that the treachery
of Japan, who struck us a vital blow
at the very moment their representa-
tives were in Washington talking
peace, and the blind unreasoning
savagery of Germany, must be wiped
from the record of humane nations.
Our mills and factories converted in
record time to the production of the
armaments and machinery of war.
Our shipbuilding program began im-
mediately to surpass anything similar
ever known in human history. We
n civilian life learned cheerfully to
imit our food supplies, to accept the

marked Germany in the last century
Backed by the philosophers who long

since had invented the myth of a

‘super-race”, several generations of|

German military and political lead-
ers have warped that unhappy nation
into the state where she now lies,
beaten by the enemies she made for
herself, betrayed by her leaders with-
in, and impotent now to save herself

The making of the peace must in-
sure that neither she nor Japan shall
have in their hands the means of
waging another aggressive war. This
will mean strict control of their re-
sources, their manufacture, even their
permissable purchases from without
their borders. They must be com-
pletely disarmed and kept so, that the
peaceful nations of the earth shall
no longer fear their possible aggres-
sion.

To their complete subjugation must
be added an insurance that they will
not again become unitedly powerful
within themselves. We too often for-
get that the Germany of the war of
1914-18, and the Germany of today
was a modern thing—a powerful
union of long-separated and individ-
ual kingdoms and duchies, each con-
cerned with the perpetuation of its
own best local interest. German na-
tionalism, the basic fact of all the
development in aggression in the last
hundred years, was not invented un-
til after the federation of these in-
dependent small countries was made
the basis upon which to build the
stupid but flattering theory of the

Germans as a super-people. Actually

they are not all alike, either in com-
plexion or habits or temperament any
more than the man from Maine and
the man from Texas.

The dismemberment of the Ger-
man states is, it seems to me, an in-
evitable basis for the restoration and
guaranteeing of permanent peace.
This destruction of an articficially
natched nationalistic ideal is as
necessary as the destruction of the
brutal and intolerant tyranny of the
whip and the torch by which Him-
mler's Gestapo have become so in-
