With regard to oil, the Chinese
geological survey, in 1934, estimated
that China proper had a known re-
serve of over 2 billion barrels. There
were also 2 billion barrels of mineral
oil in Manchuria. The national total,
therefore, was over 4 billion barrels.
This estimate, however, is very con-
servative as the important Kansu
and Sinkiang reserves are not in-
cluded.
