(¢) The Baltimore Redevelopment Com-
mission shall have power to reconvey anjy
land acquired by It, either by purchase,
lease or condemnpation to any private cor-
poration, companies, partnerships, or per-
gong, for redevelopment and rebuilding, at
a price consistent with the new uses which
the Commission on City Flan shall pre-
gcribe for such land, even though such
price may be helow the original cost of
acquisition, The Baltimore Redevelopment
Commission shall have power (0 include 1o
the terms of sale or leases of land to pri-
vate corporations, companies, partnerships
or persons, provisions obligating the pur-
cehasers or lessees of such land to begin the
building of Improvements within A reason-
able period of time; and to include in such
contracts, appropriate covenants and re-
strictions to maintain standards of popu-
lation density, property maintenance, char-
acter of the use of land, and architectural
standards establigshed in the redevelopment
plan and approved Dy the Commission ob
City Plan of Baltimore Uity.

(f) Tl Baltimore Redevelopment Com-
mission shall have no power Lo pledge the
credit of, or in any way bind the Mayor

sald proposed amendment or amendments,
gseverally, shall be returned to the Gover-
por, in the manner prescribed In other
cases, and If it shall appear to the Gov-
ernor that a majority of the voles cast at
gald election on sald amendment or amend-
ments, severally, were cast in favor there-
of, the Governor shall, by his proclamation,
declare the sald amendment or aniendments
having recelved sald majority of votes, to
have ﬁ{*en adopted by the people of Mary-
land as part of the Constitution thereof,
and thenceforth sald amendment or amend-
ments shall be part of the gald Constitu-
tion.
