Corporations were conservative in
their dividend policies last year,
paying out only $4,029,000,000 or 45.1
per cent of the profits. Dividends in
1943 were only slightly larger than
in 1942 and were smaller than in
1941 or in 1940. They were well be-
low the pre-depression figure of $95,-
044,000,000 when dividends repre-
sented 82.6 per cent of profits. As
the result of paying out in dividends
such a small proportion of their
profits last vear, corporations added
$4.909.000,000 to their reserves.
