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For the housewife who likes to buy
citrus fruits in quantity, Margaret
MePheeters, Extension nutritionist,
University of Maryland, gives the
following hints for storing and keep-
Ing:

The ordinary kitchen 1s too warm
for citrus fruit to keep more than a
few days or a week;

Oranges, limes, and some grape-
fruit will keep well in the refriger-
ator but not lemons;

Fruit should be covered in the re-
frigerator to keep from drying out;

No citrus fruit should be exposed
to freezing temperature,

Commercially oranges are kept 8
to 10 weeks at 32 to 34 degrees F.,
limes are kept 6 to 8 weeks at 45 to
48 degrees F., and lemons are kept
1 te 4 months at 55 to 58 degrees F.
Grapefruit storage depends on the
source and condition of the fruit.
Sound fruit, not overmature and not
likely to suffer from stem rot, can be
kept 6 weeks at 45 to 55 degrees F.
If there is danger of stem rot, a tem-
perature of 32 to 34 degrees F is
best. All four fruits need a moist
atmosphere to prevent them from
drying out.

'~ NEEDS STRESSED

l
I Urges War Bond Investments

Asserting that approximately $50,-
000,000 will be needed in the immedi-
ate postwar years to catch up with
three years of delay in Maryland farm
building and machinery repairs and
new purchases, Dr. T. B. Symons,
Dean and Director of Agriculture at
the University of Maryland today de-
clared, “It behooves every Maryland
farmer to invest liberally In war
bonds so that his cash can do double
duty—help finance the war against
Germany and Japan now and finance
his own needs after the war when the
bonds can be converted into cash.”

Sounds Inflation Warning

A member of the State War Finance
Executive Committee, Dr. Symons
made the appeal in connection with
the Sixth War Loan Drive, beginning
November 20 through December 186,
He emphasized that Maryland farm-
ers considered it their first duty to
retire their debts and then to provide
for ample financial reserves to obtain
much-needed farm machinery and
buildings after the war., Warning
was sounded by Dr, Symons on invest-
ing present financial reserves in farm
land and other investments having in-
flated wartime prices.

War Bonds Recommended

War Bonds were recommended as a
sound and suitable investment for
farmers interested in helping the war
effort and at the same time helping
themselves by keeping their reserves
in liquid investments, earning attrac-
tive interests, for postwar purchases
of farm needs,

Points to Postwar Needs

In pointing to Maryland postwar
farm needs, Dr. Symons referred to
the state postwar farm building com-
mittee report, issued recently, which
stated that an average of $1,000 per
farm would need be expended follow-
ing the war for the repair of farm
buildings alone, as a result of neces-
sary neglect during the war years,

Double Purpose Served

A backlog of nearly three years of
farm machinery orders exists in Mary-
land, it was said, and these needed
purchases can be made following the
war with converted war bond money,
“Meanwhile,” Dr. Symons concluded,
“these funds, if invested in war bonds,
can be doing battle duty for the na-
tion and earning good interest for the
investor.”

Cites Agricultural Activity

Due to the beehive agricultural ae-
tivity, Frank W. Wrightson, State
Chairman of the Sixth War Loan
Drive, stated that Marvland expects a
finer and more strenuous participation
than ever from the counties. “They
have always done a good job,” he said,
“but we believe the agricultural par-
ticipation this time will be in a posi-
tion to break all their
records.” Meanwhile, an executive
meeting of the Agricultural Division
was held at the War Finance Commit-
tee offices under the direction of R. H.
Dixon, Jr., Deputy Manager. The
