The Rotary Club, Lions Club, Bus-
iIness Men’s Association, Kent County
Teachers Associati~ end Elementary
PT.A. this week ed the school
program as set oy Governor
O’'Conor’s broadcast, part of which
appears below.

I desire to discuss with the people
of our State tonight a question of
far-reaching importance, not only to
the present generation but to the
future of Maryland and its citizens.

1 refer to the Public School Sys-
tem. You will agree, I am sure, that
the children of Maryland, both now
and in the future, are entitled to re-
ceive the very best that any State
Government can give by way of ed-
ucation. Not only is it desirable for
them to well-trained and well-
educated, but in the years ahead
they must have the highest of mental
equipment if they are to cope suc-
cessfully with the requirements of an
advancing civilization.

Ever since I became Governor in
1939, 1 have been that the
Maryland School System would
the best in the country. To hasten
this day, I have allowed no interfer-
ence, political or otherwise, which
would be prejudicial to the welfare
Oof our schools. To the State Depart-
ment of Education appointments of
outstanding persons have been made,
without regard their political
affiliation, but based entirely upon
their cepacities and experience. Mr.
Tasker G. Lowndes has been retained
by me as Chairman of the State
Board and Dr. Thomas G. Pullen,
only recently honored by the educa-
fors of the entire United States to
head their group, has been installed |
as the State Superintendent. We have |
upheld their hands by increased ap- |
propriations and cooperation when-
ever such assistaance was necessary
and requested.

The progress in education in Mary-
lJand during the past twenty-five
years has been remarkable. Despite
this progress, however, further ad-
vances are still possible in our pub-
lic schools.

As far back as 1940,
a special commission of which Gen-
eral Henry M. Warfleld was the
chairman, to make a thoroughgoing
study of future educational needs of
the State. We supplied this group
with the necessary funds to engage
experts from outside of the State to
give an impartial and forward look-
ing outline of the desired course for
the future of the School System.
