“The reason for this is obvious, in
that there just is not sufficient cargo
space to carry this letter mail by air
unless a high percentage of it is in
the form of the space—and weight-
saving V-mail. The use of V-mail at
this time, when we have well over
5,000,000 men overseas, means more
and faster letters for our American
soldiers, letters which can be car-
ried by air rather than on the slow
surface vessels which are otherwise
necessary if the volume of mail mov-
ing by air is not reduced through
the use of V-malil.

By mid-1942 the army had gone
even further. It had set up a central
control of the papers and established
a unit called Camp Newspaper Serv-
ice. This unit had three primary
functions: one—to aid and advise
camp editors and their supervising
officers in every way possible; two
—to provide syndicated news and
feature services; and three—to keep
a watch on the papers to see that
they did not violate war department
policy and that they conserved es-
sential and vital materials such as
newsprint, ink, zinc, etc.
