1 will propose legislation for the
establishment of a new permanent
salary schedule for teachers, which
I hope will mean the stafling of our
schools with the best qualified teach-
ers that can be secured.

“Acting upon the recommendation
of the Commission 1 appointed 1o
study the problem of the care of
chronically i1l indigent persons, the
General Assembly, at its 1943 Ses-
sion, authorized the establishment of
two chronic disease hospitals, one for
the Eastern Shore and one for the
Western Shore, the hospitals to be
operated by the Department of
Health. A site for the Eastern Shore
Hospital has been purchased at Salis-
bury and plans are In preparation
for the construction of this institu-
tion.

“A site for the Western Shore Hos-
pital has been obtained at Hagers-
town through the cooperation of the
Board of County Commissioners of
Washington County. In the study of
properly locating the Western Shore
Hospital, it became apparent that one
institution could not adequately serve
the entire Western Shore, It is neces-
sary to provide another institution to
care for cases for the Baltimore
metropolitan area and nearby coun-
ties. I shall, therefore propose to your
Honorable Body that provision be
