There is set up
within the State Department of
Health a Bureau of Medical
vices to administer the program. The
State Department is given the assist-
ance of an edvisory council com-
posed of representatives of the Med-
ical and Hospital Associations and the
two great Universities of the State,
as well as of other associations work-
g in the field of health.

The Bureau of Medical Services is
authorized to contract with physic-
lans, dentists and hospitals for the
medical, surgical and hospital treat-
ment of persons declared eligible for
free services by the Department of
Public Welfare. A point emphasized
by Governor O'Conor is that the right
of the individual patient to select his
own physician or dentist is main-
tained.

In connection with his official ap-
proval of the Bill, Governor O'Conor
made the following Statement:

“With the enactment into law to-
day of the Medical Care Bill, under
which provision is made within the
Health Department for supplying to
the poor of the State needed niedical
care, Maryland again takes the lead
among the States of the Nation in a
vitally important field.
