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C. Such compensation
shall protect such volunieer firemen
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or dependents) from loss by reason
of injury or death suffered while
actively attending a fire, engaged Iin
fighting a fire, going to or returning
from a fire and while serving as a
member of any first aid or rescu€
squad created within the fire com-
pany of which he is a member and
engaged in first aid or rescue work.

D. All payments of compensation
to such volunteer firemen (or in case
of death, his family or dependents) |
shall be governed by and be sub-
ject to the provisions of Article 101,
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entitled Workmen's Compensation,
of the Annotated Code of Maryland,
1939 Edition and 1943 Supplement,
and amendments thereto. The prem-
iums for the insurance shall be paid
from the tax levy of Kent County,
and the County Commissioners are
hereby authorized 10 levy yearly
upon the assessable property of Kent
County a rate of tax sufficient to
produce the sum or sums to be paid
for such insurance.

And be it further enacted, That
all laws or parts of laws, whether
Public General or Public L.ocal Laws,
inconsistent with this Law be and
they are hereby repealed to the ex-
tent of such inconsisiency.
