The of 1,285 new
telephone directors in Chestertown
' just been completed, according
to a statement made Roland
Hebden, Jr., manager the Chesa-
peake and Potomac Telephone Com-
of Baltimore City here.

Telephone users are asked to con-
sult the new directory before
inb calls, because of the many tele-
phone number changes. In con-
nection, Mr. Hebden pointed out that
more than half of the calls to “In-
formation” are for numbers already
listed in the directory. If the new
telephone directory were checked be-
fore calling “Information,” these un-
necessary calls would be eliminated
and the time of the “Information”
operators could be devoted to handl-
ing more essential calls. Personal
telephone number lists should also be
checked with the new directory and
corrections made where numbers
have been changed.,

In order conserve paper, Mr.
Hebden stated, persons having two
or more telephones have been asked
limit far as possible their re-
quests additional directories.
Telephone customers are also urged
to take good care of their directors
and when moving from one location
to another take their directories
with them.

Reversing previous policy, it 1s
suggested that telephone directors—
now being replaced by new director-
ies—be saved along with newspapers
and magazines and turned over 1o
the proper agencies for salvage pur-
poOses.

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The supervisors of the Kent and
Queen Anne's Soill Conservation Dis-
tricts believe that most of the losses
caused by poor drainage and erosion
can be prevented by following simple

conservation practices that will prac- |

tically eliminate these hazards.

Such practices as contour culti-
vation and strip cropping, with draws
and gullies left in sod, will control
sheet and gully erosion. Open field
drains with proper outlets will pro-
vide adequate drainage in most cases.
Poorly drained areas should be plow-
ed and planted in the direction hav-
ing greatest slope. Dead flurrows

should be opened into drainage
ditches.
