SUMMARY OF WEEK’S ACTIVITIES

IN NATIONAL DEFENSE WORK

The White House announced a U.
S. Army contingent has been sent to
Dutch Guiana in South America to
cooperate with Netherlands furces'in
protecting mines there which furnl.sh
more than 60 percent of the bauxite
supply to the U, S. aluminumn indus-
try. The move had the approval of
Brazil, whose forces will patrol the
Guiana-Brazilian border. The White
House said the Army force would be
withdrwan as soon the present

danger passes.

FOREIGN RELATIONS

Following conferences with envoys
of Britain, China, Australia and the
Netherlands and then representatives
of Japan, the Slale Department an-
nounced it had presented Japan with
a plan dealing with the Far Eastern_l
situation. The Department said the
plan was based on U. S. policy prev-
iously announced. The President told
his press conference that for the pres-
ent U. S. merchant ships In the
Pacific would not be armed.

ARMY PROGRESS

War Secretary Stimson told his
press conference 1the Army ‘‘has
shown really wonderful progress” in
the current maneuvers in the Caro-
linas. He said reports from the
British in Egypt and Libya have les-
tified to the excellent performance of
American equipment being used
there.

Mr. Stimson said although the
great bulk of tanks fighting in Europe
are riveted, the Army ordering
cast steel and welded tanks which
are stronger. Gen Wesson, Chief of
Ordance, reported arrangements for
$53.00.00 in facilities to make these
new tanks.

LABOR SUPPLY

The Social Security Board reported
475.000 workers were scheduled to
be hired and 100,000 scheduled to be
laid off in 9,9000 industrial estab-
lishments between now and February
Nearly 250,000 workers will be tak-
en on in the aircraft and shipping
indusrties, the report estimated.

The Office of Agricultural Defense
Relations announced that “if all pos-
sible means of conserving manpower
and utilizing it efficiently are em-
ployed. farmers should not be
handicapped seriously by labor short-
ages next year.” Assistant OCD
Director Eleanor Roosevelt told a
press conference the OCD 1is plan=-
ning a “women’s land army” to help
harvest next year’s crops.

PROPERTY REQUISITIONING

The President by Executive Order
delegated to the OPM the power 1o
requisition property under the con-
ditions set forth by Congress in the
Acts of October 10, 1940 and Octo-
ber 16. 1914. Whenever requested
by OPM, any Federal agency Iis
authorized to requisition properiy es-
sential to national defense which can
not be obtained in any other way.

OPM issued a comparison of pres-
ent industrial defense efforts with
those during 1917 and 1918, The
comparison showed the productive
capacity of each worker has greatly
increased because of technical effic-
iency, and that because of lower
prices, the U. S. is now getting more
value for every dollar spent.

LEND-LEASE

Lend-Lease Administrator Stettin-
ius reported lend-lease aid has stead-

If one does much deep-fat frying
or one who just uses this method oc-
casionally will find these utensils in-
dispensable—An iron kettle with
either a round or square bottom; a
wire basket for draining and lifting

glazed paper on which to drain the
food, and a bowl, strainer and cheese
cloth to use in clarifying the fat after
each frying.
