Gained in Various Ways

The outlying territories of the
United States and the manner in
which they were acquired are the
following .

Alaska, purchased from Russia in
1867, for $7,200,000.

Hawaii, annexed in 1898, at the
request of the people of Hawail.

Puerto Rico, ceded by Spain
at the conclusion of the Spanish-
American war.

Virgin islands of the United
States, consisting of the more west-
erly of the Virgin island group in
the West Indies, the others being
British. These islands were former-
ly known as the British West In-
dies, and were purchased from Den-
mark in 1917, for $25,000,000.

The Philippines, taken from Spain
in the Spanish-American war, $20,-
000,000 being paid in settlement,

Guam, an island of the Mariana
in the Pacific, also
ceded by Spain in 1898.

American Samoa, consisting of
four islands of the Samoa group in
the South Pacific. From 1889 to
1900 the United States, Germany
and Great Britain exercised a kind
of joint protectorate over Samoa.
In 1900, following the overthrow of
the native king, the islands were di-
vided between this country and Ger-
many, by agreement among the
powers.

Eitrus Belt Smt:ke-Eating

Birds Thrive on

California’s Orange Grove Oil Smudge

Proof that the average California
bird has all of the smoke-eating
qualities of the big city fireman is
being furnished to the Museum of
Vertebrate Zoology of the Univer-
sity of California. A number of
badly smudged avian specimens
from the citrus belt of Southern
California have been received at the
museum, together with much first-
hand evidence to show that the birds
kept right on with their singing and
their household chores in the thick
of the black, billowing smoke from
the orange grove smudge fires dur-
ing the record cold snap.

Humming birds, "house wrens,
thrashers, warblers, goldfinches,
sparrows and towhees were seen
flitting about from one smoke cloud
to another during the smudging pe-
riod, their bodies black with soot,
but they showed no outward evi-
dence of being bothered. Unlike
the big city firemen, they were un-
able to remove the grime after the

smudging period had passed, for it
worked into their feathers like a
dye. Many may be seen in South-
ern California disguised as black-
birds, while many others have gone
on their migrations still bearing this
evidence of their experience with
the citrus smudge fires. The molt,
however, is expected to bring back
their feathers in their natural hues.

The scientists in the museum ex-
plained that the limitations of in-
stinct and the necessity for home
building in the old haunts prevented
the birds from flying away and es-
caping the smoke. But why the
thick, choking smoke caused no
apparent rise in the mortality or the
conduct of the birds, is a question
that the museum staff would like to
answer,

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FOOD VALUE OF
RAW VEGETABLES

Adequate Diet Requires Good
~ Portions Daily.

By EDITH M. BARBER

VERY once in a while the ‘“‘nat-

ural” food fad puts in an ap-
pearance. 'Bhe theory is that man
was meant to partake of foods in the
state which nature provides. Prim-
itive man, without doubt, preserved
life on a diet of fruits, nuts, roots
and other vegetable foods, supple-
mented by a certain amount of raw
meat. His teeth, however, were not
strong enough to masticate meat in
this form. As soon as the use for
cookery was discovered, man be-
came much more certain of the
preservation of his life and conse-
quently the development of civiliza-
tion began.,

Through the Middle ages and
even later we find that raw vege-
tables were looked upon with sus-
picion. Physicians warned their pa-
tients against them. Country peo-
ple, however, especially the peas-
ants, discovered that the greens
which grew wild in profusion in the
spring provided a remedy for the
swollen joints and skin diseases
which a diet of salt meat and fish
and bread, the staples of their
winter diet, produced. ‘‘Sallets’ be-
came popular among all classes.

Today the adequate diet includes
a goodly portion of raw vegetables
and fruits for the sake of minerals
and vitamins which they provide
more liberally than when they are
cooked.

Mixed Vegetable Salad.

1 cup shredded cabbage

1 sliced cucumber

1 cup diced beets or 2 tomatoes

Lettuce

%2 cup French dressing

1 bunch young onions

1 bunch radisnhes

2 hard boiled eggs

Mix the cabbage, cucumber and
beets or tomatoes with the dres-
ing and let stand in refrigerator
half an hour. Arrange lettuce in a
salad bowl and on this place the
vegetable mixture. Garnish with
radishes, onion tops and sliced hard
boiled eggs.

Spiced Peach Salad.

12 peach halves

12 cup vinegar

6 cloves

1 stick cinnamon

%2 cup sugar

Mayonnaise

Lettuce

Cook the vinegar, cloves, cinna-
mon and sugar together three min-
utes and pour over the peeled
peaches. Chill several hours. Drain.
Arrange on lettuce and garnish with
mayonnaise.

Glazed Carrots,

Scrape carrots, slice and cook In
a small amount of water with a
dash of sugar and salt in a heavy
covered utensil until tender. When
tender, place In a sauce pan with
two tablespoons of sugar and two
tablespoons of butter. Cook over
a low fire until sugar 1s melted.

Cocktail Sauce.

1 cup ketchup

2 tablespoons tarragon vinegar

13 teaspoon tobasco sauce

1 teaspoon Worcestershire sauce

1 tablespoon horse-radish

1 tablespoon celery, finely minced

1 tablespoon onion, finely minced

Salt

Mix ingredients thoroughly and
serve with oysters, clams or any
sea food.

Cucumber Sauce.

1 cup sour cream

Salt

Paprika

Vinegar

Two cups sliced cucumbers

One pimento

Whip the cream, season to taste
with salt, paprika and vinegar. Add

the cucumbers and pimento, cut in- |

to thin strips. Sweet cream may
be used if extra vinegar is used.

Cucumbers in OIil,

30 six-inch cucumbers

3 quarts boiling water

2 cups salt

12 cups salad oil

14 pound mustard seed

2 quarts vinegar

Wash and slice cucumbers with-
out paring. Soak in hot water and
salt overnight. Drain, place in
crock or jars and cover with other
ingredients, well mixed. If kept
in crock keep covered and stir oc-
casionally during the winter,

Butterscotch Pie.

3 eggs, slightly beaten

1 cup sugar

1 cup dark corn syrup

15 teaspoon salt

1 cup coarsely chopped pecans

Pastry

Mix the eggs, sugar, corn syrup,
salt and nuts together. Pour in-
to a pastry pan which has been lined
with the pastry. Bake in a hot oven
450 degrees F., ten minutes, then
reduce heat to 325 degrees F., and
bake until the filling is firm, about
fifty minutes.

Shrimp and Celery Sandwiches.

2 cups shrimps

34 cup minced celery

14 cup capers

4 cup mayonnaise

Bread

Butter

Use cooked, fresh or canned
shrimp and mince very fine. Mix
with other ingredients and season
well with salt and paprika. Spread
between slices of buttered bread and
